The Unit Badge is based on the ‘Worker Bee’ a symbol of
Greater Manchester’s busy textile heritage and which features
in mosaics all over the city’s Town Hall and in the coat of arms
of Manchester and Salford. Manchester is a relatively new
city. Born of the Industrial Revolution, it played a decisive and
leading role in world textile manufacture which dominated and
created our young dynamic city.
